Content Development

Design/ Look and Feel
We will be using the TriFold layout and modify to fit to a double page ad. One
pass of layout revision included.

Review and Approvals
This project provides two revisions in the process as listed above.

Production Coordination
After content and design is approved in layout, we will then provide a high
resolution file to publication to your specifications.

Stock Images
Image resource cost billed separately based on your preference of either stock

photography and/or local photo shoots. This is extra and TBD. As required, we
will make recommendations and through our substantial image house
resources will make every effort to keep image resource costs down. A separate
cost line item for image resources will be created and will be above the project
cost specified and outside the scope of this proposal.
